LOS ANGELES—A CHURCH ON JULIET STREET

Lili attended a World Impact Bible club on Juliet Street from ages 5 to 13, where she accepted
Christ. She is still close with her former Bible-club teachers. Lili’s parents are Catholic, but she and
her husband, Nick, never connected with any church. They have four young children.

In October, 2007 Lili was diagnosed with leukemia. A year later, after chemotherapy, the doctors
could not do much more, and told Lili to make arrangements and spend time with her family (her
bone marrow was 80% cancerous). We prayed for Lili.

One evening, Nick asked lots of questions and things started to make sense to him through the
ministry of the Holy Spirit. He accepted Christ that night and was baptized in our bath tub.

Nick is still telling people what God has done in his life; he went from living in darkness to living
in light. A few days later, the doctor told Lili there was a new treatment they could try. The doctors
did not have much confidence in the treatment, but God was healing her!

After the treatment, Lili was cancer free enough to have a bone marrow transplant. She spent five
weeks in the hospital with intense chemo and radiation treatments. The transplant was successful

and the bone marrow has grafted 100% in her body!

Lili and Nick are part of the Juliet Church, and Nick feels called to lead his own church. They are growing
in their faith in God, and are teaching what they know to their kids (who are excited to learn about God).



THE WATTS POWERHOUSE CHURCH

Ephesians 6:12 says, “Our battle is not

. against flesh and blood, but against the
powers of this dark world and against

the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly
realms.” Last Easter, we witnessed the battle

between the light and darkness. 'The light of

Christ was shining in:

* A mother, who dedicated her newborn

After
spending eight hours surrounded by the
love and fellowship of the church, one
teenager was tempted by the darkness. She
accepted marijuana from a neighbor and
“tripped out,” feeling fear, numbness and
paranoia. The “weed” she had smoked was
laced with another drug.

When we got her to the emergency room,
her heart rate was racing at a dangerous level;
she was convinced that she would never be
the same. She cried to God for help, and He
answered. After prayer for God’s provision
and a commitment to never repeat her poor
choice, we dropped her oft at home.

. Easter was joyful and uplifting. But, it was
also a blunt reminder that we are in the
midst of a spiritual battle. It is good to
know that the “battle belongs to the Lord.”




LOS ANGELES — CHRIST THE VICTOR CHURCH

On January 8,2009, World Impact missionaries planted a church to reach their neighborhoods. The Voss
family’s house church on 50th street and the Gutierrez family’s on 20th street are part of Christ the Victor
Church, which meet together monthly to worship God, study Scripture and participate in Communion.

'The worship services observe the traditional
Christian calendar.

When we
sing, she tells us if she liked a new song!

If someone else is praying, Bobbie nonchalantly adds into the prayer as if she is joining a conversation
between two people. When she prays, she talks to Jesus like He is in the room. We are blessed she is
part of our family!

Bobbie was unable to attend church on her 60th birthday, so we took the celebration to her house. She was
very happy with the cake presented by Amanda McCall.
